Meanwhile, both 

adults and kids can enjoy a massive 135 foot mural featuring mascots Mel, Dude and Wiz taking part in 

their own Colorado adventure.  Outside is a large covered patio perfect for people watching or enjoying 

some nice weather.   For times that don’t allow for a sit down meal, Mellow Mushroom has a courtyard 

kiosk that serves people on the go.  The Streets at SouthGlenn cinema is located across from Mellow 

Mushroom, so moviegoers with the munchies can even swing by the courtyard kiosk to grab a quick bite 

before the show.    

 

The Purcels and Grisets spent almost two years finding the perfect location for Colorado’s first Mellow 

Mushroom and developing a store that represents the eclectic and easygoing attitude of Colorado while 

maintaining the “bohemian-chic” atmosphere and quality food that is synonymous with the Mellow 

Mushroom name.
